_ﬁss Rocksund gave us a great and informative demonstration n te use of the
"Ring Master". It cuts rings our of one by (1" x width) lumber. Then you glue
them up with wood glue. Compress them overnight and then sand them to the
thickness and/or finish you desire. You can then stain, dye or just clear coat them
at that time. The hole in the bottom is pluged, sanded and finished with the rest of
the piece. Many shapes can be made with the ring sizes being changed and layers

combined. Thanks Russ for such an informative demo.
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
